Timeline of CyberHazing Documentation
The following timeline provides the irrefutable proof and documentation of the 2005 cyberhazing and defamation of character of Life Member Roney Smith by specifically Allen Pulsifer (sole owner of the both the Nupenet and KappaForum mailing lists, and sole owner of the Kappasforkappa.com website), J.R. Richardson, Ivann Greene, and Dr. Charlie Carmichael.  

Brother George Chavis is a moderator of the Nupenet and KappaForum mailing list and chose not to do anything to investigate whether Allen Pulsifer had a hidden agenda regarding his defamatory comments and false accusations.
The e-mails sent by each person are provided at the end of the timeline and are unedited and not abbreviated.

	Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc. Brothers first begin meeting each other online via CompuServe and America Online (AOL).  
Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc. Life Member Roney Smith (pictured right) [image: image1.png]


 meets another Life Member residing within a different province at this time. Smith’s previous claim to fame in Kappadom is his becoming the charter polemarch of Mu Theta Chapter at Francis Marion College (now University) in 1985 and for becoming a Life Member as an undergraduate member in 1987.

	May 10, 2000
	Roney Smith’s NupeNet membership was transferred to Yahoo! Groups (http://groups.yahoo.com/group/nupenet).  Smith’s 
Ownership of the Nupenet mailing list then is unclear although it was widely known that the creator of the Nupenet Brother George Brooks, Ph.D. was relinquishing management control due to either his doctoral studies or new employment after obtaining his doctoral degree. 

	January 22, 2004
	Smith’s subscription on the KappaForum (http://groups.yahoo.com/group/kappaforum) mailing list was started.  The KappaForum mailing list was created by Allen Pulsifer (pictured right) [image: image2.jpg]


 and Pulsifer remains the sole owner of the list to Smith’s knowledge.  When Pulsifer gained the ownership and ultimate control of the Nupenet is not known.  Pulsifer’s previous claim to fame in Kappadom is his becoming the first White Kappa at Dartmouth University in 1986 and he was profiled in the December 2000 issue of Ebony magazine (this article is available online at http://www.looksmartusa.com/p/articles/mi_m1077/is_2_56/ai_67531419) for an article entitled “Whites In Black Sororities And Fraternities “ as a result.

	January 26, 2005
	Roney Smith registers the domain name http://www.yoursinthebond.com.  This is verifiable within the whois records at http://www.netsol.com.

	April 9, 2005
	First post created by Roney Smith on a blog found at http://yoursinthebond.blogspot.com that features Smith’s opinions on Fraternity issues, politics, and recommendations for organizational reform.

	July 10, 2005
	Smith announces on his blog that the URL Yoursinthebond.com now points to the blog found at http://yoursinthebond.blogspot.com.

	July 29, 2005
	Roney Smith registers the domain name http://www.nonupeleftbehind.com.  This is verifiable within the whois records at http://www.netsol.com.

	August 2, 2005
	Roney Smith announces the availability of the new website at http://www.nonupeleftbehind.com (NNLB).
Brother Ivann E. Greene (pictured right) [image: image3.jpg]e X



, Polemarch of the Roseville (CA) Alumni Chapter later replies with the question of whether the NNLB website will offer a page for members only.  Greene later becomes an active participant within the cyberhazing and defamation of character.

	August 3, 2005
	Allen Pulsifer registers the domain name http://www.kappasforkappa.com.  This is verifiable within the whois records at http://www.netsol.com.

	August 8, 2005
	Brother Alturo Rhymes of the New York Alumni Chapter announces on both the Nupenet and KappaForum mailing lists the availability of the new website at
http://www.kappasforkappa.com (K4K).  This is the first time that the K4K website was ever mentioned.

	August 9, 2005
	Roney Smith sends a congratulatory message about the K4K website to the Nupenet, KappaForum, No Nupe Left Behind, and Yours in the Bond mailing lists.

	August 10, 2005
	11:49 PM Allen Pulsifer contacts Roney Smith directly via e-mail with the message “I noticed your blog at http://www.yoursinthebond.com/ has a lot of material
in it about Kappa.  Maybe you could move this material over to
KappasForKappa.com where it would be available to members only?  That would
seem to be a good use of the blog feature on the new website.” 

	August 11, 2005
	10:03 AM Smith directly replies to Pulsifer with the e-mail (please note the second paragraph):

Thanks for the suggestion!

Please explain how it would be added to the website and which posts
seem to be more appropriate if placed out of the general public's
view.

I'm open to the idea.”.

10:14 AM Pulsifer directly responds with the following message (but does not state which post violated Fraternal laws and regulations or an individual Brother’s confidence versus discussing in greater detail the blog capabilities of the Kappasforkappa.com website):

the posts i was thinking about were the one's discussing internal kappa
stuff, like the non-receipt of confidential bulletin, kappa politics, etc.
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this is stuff you might want to have in a members-only site rather than a
public site.

every member on K4K has the ability to create a blog by clicking on "add to
blog" in the main menu.  also on the main menu is the item "blogs".  it
brings up a page listing brothers who have blogs and recent blog entries
(there are none yet).  if you are browsing your own blog, you can edit and
delete the entries.  it might be possible for brothers reading the blog
entries to add comments at the bottom, i'm not sure.  the blogs are
searchable from the search box.

does that seem like it would fit your needs?
5:58 PM Smith replies back to Pulsifer with the message:

I have been wrestling with your proposal this afternoon in and around taking care of other duties and I have not reached a firm conclusion
yet.

If I had to give any direction to where I am leaning, then the
following URL should probably give you an idea:

Right now I do not believe that we collectively hold as much weight
within the hearts and minds of the general public to really give two
shakes as to what goes on behind our closed doors.

Sure, we might have a few undergraduates and alumni nonmembers
(wanting membership) who may care but that is about it.

The need for further secrecy is keeping us from reaching our full potential.

I am still looking for pros and cons and welcome any that you may
have.  It is not my needs that must be met, but what is good for the
greater body regardless of what current sentiment may be.

This decision and all others still are basically our opinions either
way.  To date, I have not violated the C&S or anything relating to
freedom of speech.
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I will continue to revisit the idea until I reach a firm decision one
way or another.

If the offer to create a blog on the K4K website was conditional on my
decision, my decision might not matter after all.

But thanks to you, I do have something to think about in terms of past
blog entries and future ones.
6:03 PM Smith later sends the following message to the NupeNet mailing list and only receives replies that are cosmetic in nature and no one claims that the content of the Yours in the Bond blog violates any Fraternity laws and regulations:

Brothers All,

Thanks for your feedback!!!

I have been tied up with other issues all afternoon and will reread
and make any necessary changes or clarify what was posted.

Thanks again for the feedback and feel free to provide any other comments.

Question:  are there any posts on the following URL that should be
moved behind closed doors and why?:

I received a request to move them to a secure website and am weighing
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pros and cons to the idea.  No conclusion has been reached either way.
10:03 PM Ivann Greene directly sends Smith the following message:

Roney, I have read the comments from some of the brothers.  First let me say
that I am proud of you Phi.  You created a site that is very thought
provoking and from the heart.  I sincerely appreciate that.

I have always been one to support a brother being innovative especially when
it comes to technology.  You were one of the  early brothers who offered a
tremendous encouragement and advice relative to our new site, Kappa's For
Kappa (K4K).  Nupe, please don't take what I am about to suggest as a
negative.

Roney, what would it take for you to fold over your blog into the K4K site?
I mean if we pool our efforts you could continue with expressing yourself
independently, and grow with the site.  I know when these types of
suggestions come forth the main concern would be autonomy.  Well, I can
guarantee that you will have full range and authority over your blogs.

In addition, as the site grows, our collective efforts could be pooled for
the common good.  I am anxious and curious for  a response.

Brother Greene,

Thank you for your warm words of encouragement.

I will take everything into consideration sincerely.

But I must ask the question, what is Brother Rhymes' position on the idea?

I have been asked by yourself and another Nupe, but Brother Rhymes was
the one who sent the initial announcement and has been silent on the
issue that at least 2 Nupes who have shown direct participation within
the planning and/or management of the website.

I am curious to yours and his responses.

9:21 AM Greene directly replies back to Smith with the following message:

Brother Smith,

Brother Rhymes is on board completely with K4K - its overall concept and
intent.  Alturo is part and parcel to K4K Team.  Brother Pulsifer basically
owns the site as he fronted for the domain name and etc.  As the site grows,
I and others will assist in anyway possible which includes financially.

We all like your style and enthusiasm for the frat Phi.  This would
primarily be an opportunity.

1:57 PM Greene later replies to Smith with the following message:

Nupe,

I know that you don't know me, but we have got to learn to TRUST one
another more.  I hope the note below meets your concerns.

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The concept for the recent quests to better inform Brothers and
advance the Bond has been on the table as recently as a couple of
years ago with many of the same, identical parties including myself.
I probably still have the e-mails somewhere.

When I shared many of my thoughts within a (BROTHER TO BROTHER)
telephone call about how to proceed years ago and opportunities that
were clearly available, I was virtually "shanked" and then totally
ignored as if my concepts and ideas were transmitted into the minds of
our good Brother through other means.

I guess that there either was a lack of knowing exactly how to
implement the ideas and concepts back then, other personal issues and
concerns took precedence, and/or enough motivation was not on the
table and/or fire in the gut until yours truly did not wait for others
to seize the day and got something started on multiple fronts.

Apparently, I am assuming, that in the past,
he has run across some negative situations that made him uncomfortable.  I
guess that is ok when you really don't know people.  At 51 years old, I'm
still a little idealistic when it comes to the frat.  When a brothers says
something I listen and take him for his word.  I have over the years,
however, learned that a brother's word is not always his honor.

Roney, since I have come into contact with Allen and Alturo, in spite of my
never having met them in person, I TRUST THEM!!!  As a matter of fact, being
a military man, I would trust them with my life.  I have come to know them
over the years.  I understand their philosophy.  I believe in what they are
trying to accomplish not only with the frat, but professionally and
family-wise.

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Not too long ago in a post I made about the K4K website, I said:

"I do understand that at times there are slight generational hurdles
that prevent even good meaning Kappas from working together in close
proximity.  But as learned from direct experience, there are no
differences within our goals and objectives, only in the ways that we
seek to witness their fulfillment.

The poisons of competition, achievement, and creativity must not
become or continue to be the hand-sharpened shanks that have created
havoc and actions that we once contributed to vile Thracians."

This statement still sums up my feelings.

The dynamic that I experienced were two situations.  One between
myself and an older brother within a local chapter and the situation
seemed to repeat itself with me being the older brother online with
Brother Rhymes.

I thought things were cool, a lovefest, and everything else fine
between us until it happened in both situations.  Brother Rhymes
probably will not even remember it and that is cool too.

Believe
me, there would be no hard feelings if you decided to go your own way.  I
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would support you either way.  It was my idea simply to bring your expertise
to bear for K4K.

Emails seem so impersonal when discussing matters like this.  Skype, well I
don't have a clue as to what that is.  Nupe I'm old school.  Whatever
happened in the past let's let it stay there if we truly want to
collectively work for Kappa!

You profess to have KAPSI in the
forefront of your life.  Well, not being able to communicate to a brother is

along with.  I don't understand what you are trying to convey.

AGAIN, my only question to you was do you want to be involved in the K4K
site.  That was all.  You brought up the other issues.  I reached out.  You
threw up a barrier.  WHEW!  Maybe we just need to break off any
communication to one another.

The blog entry talks about a revenue opportunity for Grand Chapter,
provinces, and local chapters that is going to face a growing demand
certainly as we approach 2011.

The blog entry also has a direct implication of new websites such as
Kappasforkappa.com (http://www.kappasforkappa.com).

12:49 PM Pulsifer sends the following message (as if his previous offer to write for the K4K website never happened) to the KappaForum mailing list that defames Roney Smith’s character with an accusation that either esoteric or confidential information shared with Roney Smith by an individual Brother has been posted on the blog (also available at http://www.yoursinthebond.com).:

Greetings Brother Smith,

I read a number of articles on your blog at http://www.yoursinthebond.com,
including the articles in the archives from April to August of 2005 (see
Archives link on left).

I noticed that a number of your posts talk about internal Kappa issues, such
as our governance, politics and operations.

Its my understanding that any person in the world can go to your website and
read this information.  Is that correct?

Do you think it is appropriate that this information is published and
accessible to the public at large rather than being restricted to members of

2:34 PM Smith replies to Pulsifer’s 12:49 p.m. message with the following message:

Brother Pulsifer,

Thank you for exposing my blog to the world if you have truly done so
as a global evangelist;)

I have never had so many Alphas, Ques, Sigmas, Iotas, Deltas, AKAs,
Sigma Gamma Rhos, and Zetas tell me that if it had not been for my
blog, then both their individual lives, local chapters, and worldwide
organizations would not have been so well organized, reformed, and
restructured as they enjoy the 21st century.

Never before have they reclaimed so many lost members who were
inactive, unfinancial, and potentially disgruntled.  Never before have
so many gone back to work and overturned the many social ills mankind
faces worldwide.

I have never had to juggle my schedule as often to speak at the
international conferences, regional events, and local banquets,
summits, and rededications in my life.
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I have never had find ways to balance both my personal and
professional lives so delicately.

I no longer wonder how my agent is able to make their mortgage
payments, car payments, and contributions to their favorite charities
and children's college fund otherwise.

I now know what it means to have paparazzi standing at my windows,
going through my mail, knocking on my neighbors' doors, and following
our cars everytime we leave home.

I have never had so many requests by members of the infamous
"Coalition" to join their ranks and switch over to the dark side.

Never before I have been able to know past, present, and future Grand
Polemarchs on a first name basis, eat dinner at their homes, and
simply just kick it as we talk about the masses and how to keep them
under control.

Seriously though, nothing esoteric has ever been mentioned within the
blog that has not been located elsewhere within Google within even
greater detail, no Fraternal laws, guidelines, regulations, executive
orders, or other trade secrets have been divulged, and by no means
could I ever be included within the same sentence as a Fraternal "Deep
Throat".

As far as my recollection goes, no official officer, appointee, or
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other staff has been specifically named although I should now put it
on the table if you desire.

I have no problem with you setting up http://www.yoursinthebond.com and

http://www.nonupeleftbehind.com/, etc.  The problem is that these websites
discuss Kappa-internal issues and are open to the public.  They need to be
protected by usernames/passwords so only Kappas can access them.

Here is one example.  In your July 16 entry, you wrote: "A recent decision
regarding the distribution of proposed amendments for the upcoming Grand
Conclave by the IHQ has gotten under the skin of more than a few Brothers."

This is an inappropriate comment to place on a public website.  As our
Membership Intake Manual makes clear: "Traditionally, differences are
settled within the Bond, and are never carried or discussed with non-members
of the Fraternity."

Here's another example from May 27: "Our top tiers of leadership have been
extremely reluctant to give any recognition to the NupeNet other than as a
nuisance or a group of renegade, trash-talking, but inactive and unfinancial
group of Kappas with a internet connection....  The former opinion is
totally subjective by the infected bureaucrats within our Bond..."

And on May 24, you wrote: "...I witnessed the transactions of smoke-filled
rooms loaded with plenty of mirrors....I saw that another Brother would not
be allowed to run for provincial office when the nominating chairman had his
credentials in plenty of time....I saw that in spite of what politically may
have been legitimate and serve an actual purpose for a greater good [had]
become tainted, corrupt, and laced with envy, jealousy, and ill will....I
saw a former national officer insist on being elevated to a near-Founder
status...."

Black Enterprise publisher Earl G. Graves eulogizes John Johnson

The following remarks were given by Earl G. Graves Sr., founder and
publisher of Black Enterprise magazine at the funeral services for
John H. Johnson

To Eunice, Linda, and the rest of the Johnson family -- the Graves
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family extends to you our loving support and deepest sympathy.

John Johnson was my friend.

I know this was true because he told me so … and John Johnson always
meant what he said.

He didn't always consider me a friend. Some 30 years ago, we were competitors.

He was the publishing legend behind Ebony magazine. I was the upstart
with a young Black Enterprise.  And while I always considered John
Johnson to be a legend and an inspiration, to him I was little more
than a thorn in his side. Back then, you see, advertising dollars were
scarce enough for one national African American publication, let alone
two. John wasn't about to cede any ground without a fight.

Then one day, he called me and insisted on a meeting. I knew he was
serious but I didn't know what he wanted to discuss with me. We made
the appointment. He came to my office. We sat down, exchanged the
usual pleasantries. And then he got down to business.

"Graves," he said, "I want to be your friend."  I started to protest
that we already were friends but he said no. "When I walked in here I
wasn't your friend. When I leave, I will be your friend."

He went on to explain that from the moment Black Enterprise was first
published, he saw it as an encroachment on Ebony's circulation and ad
dollars. In meetings with potential advertisers, they'd ask him about
Black Enterprise and he'd tell them it wasn't serious or that that
Graves character was running numbers on the side, whatever he could to
discourage their interest. Then they'd turn around and say, well we
had Graves in here yesterday and he says Ebony is a fine publication
and John Johnson walks on water.

So, he came to my office, olive branch in hand. John Johnson was a
hard-nose competitor … but he was class all the way. We became friends
… true friends … that very moment and remained close the rest of his
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life.

John and I spoke often about business and about the state of things.
We sought each others advice in times of uncertainty and crisis. We
worked in collaboration whenever possible, whether it was to advance a
worthy cause or to bring about positive changes in our industry.

In the final analysis, John Johnson made it possible for two African
American businesses to evolve past being mere competitors to build on
each other's strengths.

The John Johnson I knew set the standard for integrity.  What you saw
was what you got.

There are only 2 people (Pulsifer and Chavis) on the Nupenet and KappaForum Development Team versus a larger number of members as it was heavily publicized for the past several years.  His following message was sent to the KappaForum mailing list:

Brother Smith,

   I saw that you received a few "Amens!" after your sweetly-written "stand
down" flame of Brother Pulsifer.  Because of that message, I had to go back
and read Brother Pulsifer's message to see what his problem was with your
efforts.  After reading that message, I decided I had to check out "Yours in
the Bond" (YITB) and "No Nupes Left Behind" (NNLB) dot com's.  While I was
impressed with your output, and I think your "blog" sites will definitely
draw those who agree with your Manifesto, I think I do agree with Brother
Pulsifer that some of the speech on those sites are better reserved for
Kappa-only (private) discussions.

   My impression of the Kappa-related commentary on your sites was that we
are airing our dirty laundry.  I think I can see the potential of an
internal squabble (OMOV or the recent Confidential Bulletin debate) being
blasted to the public.  Some of your comments seemed to be on the fringe of
being incindiary and could incite (invite) our brothers to "flame" each
other in public.
